Robinson Peete had her first experience in front of the
camera, and one could argue her philanthropic start, at the age of four when she
appeared on television opposite her father, Matthew Robinson who portrayed the
original beloved character of “Gordon,” on the award-winning children’s program

“Sesame Street.” While she knew even at that young age her calling was to be an

Upon graduating, Lawrence won an NAACP award for his role in Glass House (Ken
Davis) and gained attention of film director, James Cameron, who had cast him as the
insane asylum Burly Attendant in the action-thriller Terminator Il. Impressed by his
comedic abilities, Cameron extended Lawrence’s two days of work into several weeks
of production; hence, the beginning of Lawrence’s flourishing career.

PROJECT HISTORY

Our team decided we had to be extremely smart about the movie that we were going
to make. Therefore, we decided to go with something that had a universal concept,
one that a broad audience could identify with. After deliberating, our film choice was
obvious. We also were very strategic about casting. We wanted young, hot, fresh,
burgeoning, new talent that young consumers would be excited about and flock to the
theaters in droves to see. We wanted to really concentrate on funny characters, and
pretty women couldn’t hurt. We set out to create a timeless piece, one that in ten
years people would look at and make reference to the talent launched from the
project like Friday that was responsible for launching Chris Tucker or In Living Color,
which launched careers of talents such as Jim Carrey and Jamie Foxx. It was also
extremely important to surround them with well-respected veterans such as Chris

Elliott, Holly Robinson Peete and Clint Howard.

We knew marketing was the key to the success of this film and any film. With the
support of marketing guru John Blas (NCS Creative, Inc.) and our publicist Stacy Hess,
we set out to capitalize on an innovative grassroots approach to viral campaigning
and Internet marketing in general, which includes a unique and consistent look for the
movie’s graphics, commercial teasers and even music (Short Shorts) that was created

on set by cast member, Leonard Robinson.

There were challenges, obstacles, and disappointments along the way that come with
the territory of filmmaking at its best. However, the way this film came together was

nothing short of God’s Favor.
